San Antonio is an hour northwest. There will be 10 passengers to a van, with a second one if enough participants confirm. We will be your guides: English speaking Anglo-Argentine Cecilia Ball and Argentine-American Masha Bosch.
 

10.30 to 11.30 am arrival we will walk about the old parts of town to visit local craftsmen, silversmiths and weavers. There will be time to buy gifts or have a coffee in charming century-old country bars for people watching, many in traditional dress.
 

11.30 am Grand Parade gauchos on horseback riding through main streets.
 

12.30 to 1pm free time for lunch (not included). A good option is to enjoy street food (choripan, asado sandwiches, empanadas and other typical dishes while wandering around and seeing more shops or drop into the Museo Gauchesco Ricardo Guiraldes to view gaucho paraphernalia, costumes, riding and sporting gear.
 

2 pm Gaucho dexterity show with games and rodeos at nearby Parque Criollo or folk music and dance in town center.
 

4 pm departure to avoid Sunday rush hour. Drop of at Marquez and Panamericana and Plaza Carlos Pellegrini in town.
